The Artist agrees to:

1. Provide your own WHITE 10 ft. x10 ft. pop-up tent.

2. Sign the attached Hold-Harmless agreément and Parking Provision.

3. Agree that the Mid-City Bayou Boogaloo Festival is not responsible for damages to or
theft of artworks at the concert site.

4. Inform the City of any income made at the event on your monthly tax statement.

5. Staff the booth from 10:00 am until 6:00 pm.

6. Provide transportation and parking to and from the event for all staff and equipment.

7. Give the festival staff notice of any cancellation of participation forty-eight (48) hours in
advance of the start time of the event. Failure to properly cancel will result in
responsibility of rental fee by Artist.

8. If the festival staff cancels the event due to weather - or any other reason, the Artist
has the choice for a refund or to reserve space at a makKe-up date - if available.
